Citizen- A member of a community, state, or country who is a good help to neighbors. 
Community- A place where people live, work, and have fun together. 

Law- Community rules that help make the community a better place.

Museum- A place that keeps things for people to see and learn about.

Neighbors- People that live close to each other.

Rural Area- A community made up of mostly farmland.

Suburb- A community with houses, parks, schools and the type of community we live in. 
Urban Area- A city and the places around it that has many tall buildings and the most traffic and people of all communities. 
Transportation- A way of moving people or things from one place to another.
Communication- The way people share ideas, thoughts, or information with each other.
Mayor- Helps make the laws of the community and helps make sure they are followed. 

Governor- Helps make the laws of the state and helps make sure they are followed.

President- Helps make the laws of the country and helps make sure they are followed.

Geneva- The name of the suburb (also called city) we live in. 

Illinois- The name of the state that we live in. 

United States of America- (USA)- The name of the country we live in.
