Word Chunks


Children can improve their ability to read, spell and comprehend when they look for familiar parts of words instead of sounding letters out independently, which takes longer. 


In 1998, Edward Fry suggested teaching children the 38 most commonly used chunks to improve reading. Children will be able to read approximately 500 words if they are able to identify the chunks within words. 


The chunks are:
