Miss Nagle’s Homework Guidelines

It is my belief that students should be proud of the work that they turn in.  Being able to produce a well-written product is an important skill in school as well as in many jobs.  Homework that is done neatly and turned in on time shows that the student cares about the work that he or she does.  To this end, the following guidelines will be followed in all of my classes:

1. Homework will be collected at the start of class on the day it is due unless otherwise indicated.  Homework turned in later than the start of class may be considered late.

2. Homework must be done neatly, and in blue or black pen, or pencil.  

3. Homework must be turned in on looseleaf paper only.  No other work will be accepted.  Students are all required to have a package of looseleaf paper for class.  Individual sheets of paper will be available for sale to students not having any. 

4. Homework must include your full name, subject, and class period in the upper right corner of the page.

5. Two homework passes will be given each semester.  Each of these will automatically be applied to 10-point homework assignments.  Unused homework passes will each receive 5 extra credit points at the end of the semester. 

6. Late homework will receive ½-credit up to the first day late, and no credit after that, unless cleared with me ahead of time.

7. If you turn in work at a time other than when it is due, please hand it to me, leave it in the box outside my door, or turn it in to the main office and ask them to put it in my mailbox.  Do not leave it anywhere else.  Work left somewhere else will not be graded.
8. There will be two extra credit opportunities during the semester.  One is a book review (see separate sheet), and the other will occur periodically, as students will be asked to watch speeches, news conferences, or other noteworthy events, and write a review of these, to be counted toward a homework grade.  No other extra credit will be given.
9. Homework/classwork grade will account for 50% of a student’s grade, with tests and quizzes making up the other 50%.  Projects and the extra credit book review will be considered homework.

I understand the above guidelines and will abide by them throughout the semester.  I also understand that I (the student) will be held responsible for the choices that I make.
